Standing Orders for the 5th Kentucky

5th Kentucky Volunteer Infantry Regiment

 To all Military Personnel:

1. Roll call will be conducted at 10 am at every event both Saturday and Sunday morning. During roll call drill times will be announced which all are required to attend. You need to sign in with the 1st Sgt.
2. All Military personnel are required to report to camp no later than 1 hour before the battle at each event and be prepared to stay in camp until formation.
3. Absolutely will no soldier under the age of 14 will field a musket except those who are members as of this date. (No more exceptions)
4. Anyone who wishes to fall in with the 5th KY must be approved by the Col., Captain and 1st Lt (all 3 needs to be present). Must have musket in working order, with proper gear and own caps and 40 rolled cartridges. *No Hawkins or other unapproved muskets
5. The Captain will list the events we plan on attending on the web page. Go to the site and you will see a registration due date.  The Col will send out email and ask for the registration.  If you wait too late and miss the COL’S request YOU WILL SEND IT YOURSELF.
7. No single, individual or group can represent the 5th KY without written permission from the Exec committee. This is a licensed legal incorporation. This is illegal to do so.
8. When we vote on events no one can conflict our schedule by voting or planning an event on the dates set forth by the company, which was not voted on by the 5th KY .
9. No more couriers or runners will be accepted from any one (except those we have now). We have enough and they are an insurance liability to us and the event host. 
10. NEVER unsheathe a knife and charge at someone. You can carry it but I will not ever permit to be pulled on the field.
11. Modern weapons, Hawkins and etc. from this date forward as it is stated in our bylaws will NOT be allowed within the 5th KY ranks. You must use a 3 band musket or Zouave. You must have cartridge box and etc, no pre-rolled cartridges can be carried in haversack. If you show up with a Hawkins or etc you will NOT take the field. Also for those just getting started solid black shoes or boots are acceptable until you obtain your brogans. It is understood that all should have proper gear within one year of joining the 5th Ky. Your uniform should be correct with the guidelines also.
*All weapons that do not meet our guidelines will be skirmishers only.

 12. Due to the fact we have grown in both Military and Civilian support strength, it is now time to conduct yourself as Confederate soldiers more than ever before. Being of Southern heritage we owe those brave souls who have laid the ground work before us with the sacrifices they have made.
13. Your conduct while in drill and in camp must reflect the uniform you wear. Courtesy and respect must be shown to all Officers and NCOs’ and our ever present ladies who look after our own behalf. I hereby notify each of you that such will be noted by your Commanding Officer.
14. We must strive to be as authentic as humanly possible while in camp and in the view of the public. I urge each of to please keep your camp policed.

(Example: If you eat from someone’s campfire, ask if they need water, firewood or etc. or a monetary donation to help offset  cost.) We are not to be an army of freeloaders and moochers. If I do not see this is being done properly I will have details appointed to do the tasks that need to be done if we are to function as an army.
5. When the public is around during the day I expect “Yes Sir, Capt.,” “ Yes Sir, Lt.” and “Yes 1st Sgt” and etc. We must learn the military code of conduct and know when to salute Officers the proper way and etc. We are being looked at very seriously by many as we are the largest Confederate Infantry Unit in the state of Kentucky.
6. Goldbricking will not be tolerated in our camp, If we wish to keep the respect we have earned this past year we must work to keep it. 
7. The Captain will teach the" Protocol of Military Conduct "at the School of the Company.
8. If we are to truly Honor our Flag and our Ancestors we must abide by his code.
9. Do some soul searching and remember why you joined the 5th KY , and remember the 4 years your ancestor suffered for your rights and freedoms you have now, turn it on, or flush it, and turn it up, they paid for it.
